Party C: China Mobile Group Shanghai Co., Ltd. (Party C, hereinafter called Shanghai Mobile)
This agreement is made in order to facilitate the use of various mobile communication services for persons unregistered in this city, non-local entity and under-age children on the basis of equality, voluntariness, fairness and honesty:
I.
The following conditions must be met by the Warrantor:
(1)
The Warrantor, if a natural person, shall be a local post-paid customer of Party C who has signed up for more than 3 months without any overdue record and is between 18~70 years old with full capacity for civil conduct.
(2)
The Warrantor, if an entity, shall be one which has been registered in this city and has passed the annual inspection of last year.
(3)
The period of validity for the effective identity document used to guarantee sign-up and international services shall be more than or equal to 2 months; and the period of validity for that used to guarantee contractual marketing activities and family overall payment activities shall be more than or equal to the activity contractual period. It is not allowed for a natural person to provide warrant for an entity customer.
II.
The Warrantor voluntarily provides the Warrantee with the joint liability assurance for related communication fees of the warrantee’s mobile phone registered in Shanghai Mobile (hereinafter called the Warranted Mobile Phone). The following Section           _______is selected as suitable depending on the different situations of the warrantee: (can be selected simultaneously)
(1) If the Warrantee is a post-paid sign-up customer:
The Warrantor may choose:
1.
The Warrantor knows that the Warrantee has signed China Mobile Communication Customer Sign-up Service Agreement with Shanghai Mobile and bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s total debt under the Warranted Mobile Phone from the sign-up date to the date of number cancellation (or transfer) (including but not limited to overdue communication fees, penalties and compensation caused by international services, contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities), i.e. including the warrant for international services, contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities at the same time when the post-paid sign-up warrant is provided.
2.
The Warrantor knows that the Warrantee has signed China Mobile Communication Customer Sign-up Service Agreement with Shanghai Mobile and bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s total debt excluding that caused by contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities under the Warranted Mobile Phone from the sign-up date to the date of number cancellation (or transfer) (including all the communication fees and penalties caused by international and local services).
2 Warrantees at most can be provided by the Warrantor with the post-paid sign-up warrant.
(2) If the Warrantee is a customer of contracted marketing activities:
The Warrantor knows that the Warrantee has signed          marketing activity agreement (dated from           to          ,       months in total, when the Warrantee shall bear a certain minimum monthly communication fee) and bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s total debt under the Warranted Mobile Phone (including communication fees, penalties agreed in the agreement and compensation) from the date of signature to the expiration date of the contract.
The contracted marketing activity customers said in this article exclude those family overall payment contracted customers who are subject to the following Section (3).
The Warrantor can provide warrant for only one mobile phone number in contracted marketing activities. For specific rules, refer to the requirements for the objects of various marketing activities.
(3) If the Warrantee is a family overall payment activity customer:
The Warrantor knows that the Warrantee has joined in the family overall payment activities (including the contracted family overall payment activity) and bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s total debt (including communication fees, penalties agreed in the agreement and compensation) under the Warranted Mobile Phone from the date of the activity’s entry into force to the expiration date of the activity.
(4) If the Warrantee is an under-age prepaid sign-up customer less than 10 years old:
The Warrantor knows that the Warrantee has signed China Mobile Communication Customer Sign-up Service Agreement with Shanghai Mobile and bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s total debt under the Warranted Mobile Phone from the sign-up date to the date of entering into 18 years old (including but not limited to overdue communication fees, penalties and compensation caused by international services, contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities), i.e. including the warrant for international services, contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities at the same time when the prepaid sign-up warrant is provided.
III.
Sections (1) to (3) of Article II are applicable to the Warrantees who are unregistered in this city (including non-local under-age children), non-local entities and local customers of above 70 years old.
If the Warrantee is a local under-age child, the Warrantor bears the joint assurance liability for the Warrantee’s debt generated before entering into 18 years old. If an under-age child joins in a contracted marketing activity or family overall payment activity and is still not 18 years old on the expiration date of the agreement or the end date of the activity, the Warrantor bears the joint assurance liability for that child’s debt generated during the whole valid period of the agreement or activity. In addition, the related agreements in Article II are applicable to local under-age children.
IV.
The Warrantee enjoys the right to handle by himself/herself the mobile services beyond the warranted range and, for those within the warranted range; the Warrantor may choose whether to authorize:
(The Warrantee himself/herself to handle all the warranted services;
(The Warrantee himself/herself to handle the warranted services excluding contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities.
V.
Compensation agreed in this agreement refers to the compensation for marketing activities, whose calculation equation is: committed minimum monthly communication fee x (agreed total number of sign-up months – number of the months spent), subject to specific marketing activity agreements.
VI.
The period of assurance liability borne by Party B is two years from the date when the Warrantee causes related overdue costs and suspended by Shanghai Mobile.
VII.
If the Warrantee transfers his/her number to a transferee within the warranted period, the original warrant relationship is cancelled and this agreement is terminated. The transferee is to be signed up according to the existing sign-up procedures.
VIII.
If the Warrantor requests to terminate the warrant within the warranted period, he/she shall go with the Warrantee to a Shanghai Mobile’s business hall for negotiation; Shanghai Mobile do not accept any unilateral request of warrant termination if the Warrantee is in normal use of his/her number and causes no overdue costs.
IX.
If the Warrantee causes overdue costs within the period of post-paid or prepaid sign-up warrant (excluding the warrant for contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities) and the Warrantor fulfills his/her assurance liability (i.e. settle all the costs to Shanghai Mobile, including communication fees and legal penalties (3‰ every day)), the Warrantor may suspend that mobile phone number and this security agreement is terminated.
X.
If the Warrantee causes overdue costs within the period of the warrant for contracted marketing activities and family overall payment activities and the Warrantor fulfills his/her assurance liability (i.e. settle all the costs to Shanghai Mobile, including communication fees and legal penalties (3‰ every day)) and settles all the compensation according to the regulations of the activity agreement, this security agreement is terminated and the related contracted marketing activity or family overall payment activity is ended.
XI.
If the Warrantee needs to continue the use of his/her number when the Warrantor has terminated the warrant and the warranted number has already been suspended, the Warrantee shall continue the contract by providing a new warrantor, changing into a prepaid service, paying earnest money or credit card warranty, according to the difference of the types of warranted services.
After the Warrantor’s request for suspension of the warranted number, Party C possess the right to stop providing telecommunication services if the Warrantee does not choose any other method to continue the fulfillment of the contract within two years from the termination date of this security agreement.
XII.
Party C will use SMS to inform in time the Warrantor of the Warrantee’s overdue costs (if any). The Warrantor may choose whether to receive the SMS notification (default means Receive):

XIII.
If any overdue cost is caused by the Warrantee and the Warrantor does not fulfill the assurance liability according to the agreement, Party C possess the right to provide related information to related credit information agencies in Shanghai.
XIV.
This agreement is executed in three originals and Each Party keeps one copy. The agreement enters into force after sealed by Party C with the special stamps for service, business hall and salesperson and sealed or signed by both Party A and B.
